· Through  regular promotion of the Festival in the media (Internet, newspaper, radio stations)

· The Parade of Nations’ website and the Festival Program (as long as performers and vendors are registered by August 30th, 2011) and the Festival poster. The program will provide information about the festival, the entertainment (activities), the performers and a listing of vendors’ name and website link/business location.

Trade show location: 
· Outdoors rain or shine in Lamoureux Park, Water Street, Cornwall. 
· Indoors Cornwall Civic Complex, Salons A, B, and C. Sunday only, 18th September. Set up between 7:30 am and 10:30 am. 
Note: There is only room for 42 vendors First come first served
· Electrical outlets are limited. Vendors must indicate if an electrical outlet is required. People must bring their own extensions cords.
· Vendors must bring their own table cloths. 

· People can start setting up at 7:30 am in the morning. 
Conditions for entry  
Note:  An Annual Subscription of $25.00 entitles, a vendor, to one year of promotion on the Parade of Nations' Website with a hyperlink and 20% off the entry fee during the festival.
· A donation a prize of $10.00 minimum showing your business card for the general public. When the winner is picked, your business is promoted at the Bandshell by providing the name, location and a brief description of your business. 

· Non-refundable entry  fee of :  

· $25.00/per day for Lamoureux Park (outdoors - rain of shine), $20.00/per day, if you have a subscription (for a 12’x10’ area). 
· $ 37/per day for Civic Complex (indoors – Sunday only);  $30.00 , if you have a subscription. Set up must be done by 10:30 am Sunday and must use city table.
· Vendors must ensure there is always one person present in their allocated space.
· For outdoors, follow the directives of the Ground Festival Coordinator Rudy Tabak regarding your allocated space.

· A trophy will be presented to the vendor whose space reflects best a country of the world (popular vote).

· Vendor displays must be neat and professional looking.
